Action By Description

Program /Goals

-Cal Poly recently sent KFA and SBRA an updated program document which holds to new
targets, created as part of the funding approval process. Aside from the bottom line, it need
not be the framework for the amended program Shepley Bulfinch will set out to create. It
should be noted that darkly shaded items for Classrooms must be part of the program.
Lightly shaded items MAC at 10,000 sf. And RDR.04B at 21,100 sf. may be used for any
purpose.

-The state requirements for percentage for seating and collections followed in our earlier
study need not be upheld going forward.

-In a broad sense, the existing building will house books and the new building will house
people. The new building, conceptually the “Center of Excellence” is to be viewed as the
first of two phases of work. The second phase, the renovation of Kennedy Library, is to
follow at an undetermined later date. In the interim, this strategy sets up the challenge for
integration of the two buildings: avoiding the perception of “old-fashioned” vs. “cool/new”,
locating and sharing staff, providing security, aspiring to connection without code mandated
upgrades.

- Relocating the Learning Commons with its Librarian offices to the new building may be
advantageous.
-The new building is to include lab spaces, media production, and project rooms.

-Since a new coffee shop is a recent addition to the old building (NE 2™ floor), it likely
should remain there.

-There are several spaces that should be included despite lack of state funding: the Center
for Teaching and Learning, the 110 person Presentation Space, 60 seat classroom, Gallery
Space, and Conference space with associated catering. Shepley Bulfinch will review impact
of this adjustment on sizes of other classrooms since the 401 FTE target is to be held.

-Technologically up-to-date conference and lab spaces are important to the School’s goals
toward global collaboration.

-Retaining the concept of an integrated IT and Library service desk would be ideal.

(ALPOLY  Academic Center and Library
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Action By Description

Budget

Cal Poly The project is obligated to meet both the building budget and assignable area targets
outlined in the Academic Center Library New Construction Rev document distributed
May 8, 2008, as these figures have been written into the state budget. Cal Poly will confirm
if the dollar figure represents only building construction costs, or includes any soft
costs.(Mary -Alice subsequently confirmed this figure represents construction cost only.)
Cal Poly also expects to submit for some additional funding after the new estimate is
available.

Site and Building Massing

-At present, Building 38 must remain, although its eventual removal in a decade or
more is called for in the master plan. This reduces the viability of an east entry.

- The master plan documents Shepley Bulfinch has been given represent the most
current vision for the campus and are to inform the building design, including the
main pedestrian circulation spine.

- The new building may extend further south than the existing library.
- Consideration should be made to the existing child care center outdoor play area.

-The juncture of the new and old library is important to the success of integrating the
facilities. Traffic flow in this area is to be maximized. There may be a connecting
bridge, but the previously proposed connecting atrium would be difficult to financially
justify, especially if triggering existing building upgrades. The 24 hour space may be
contiguous to this transitional space. Concern should be paid to prevailing northern
winds. The future entry to Kennedy might be anticipated at second floor.

Sustainable Design

-The Project is to attain a LEED Silver equilivant. The actual sustainability of the
project is more important to Cal Poly than the literal acquisition of individual LEED
points.

-The project is to exceed California Energy Code Title 24 by 15% and follow Cal
Poly’s goals for decreased electrical demand.

-The new building will have a separate mechanical system from Kennedy Library. It
will be connected to campus-wide utilities through the “utilidor”.

Project Deliverables
-Project deliverables will be patterned after those prepared for the previous report.

CalPoly Schedule

-The June 25 meeting agenda includes a pre-meeting site walk-through, discussion
of Project goals, program, and blocking stacking diagrams.

-Shepley Bulfinch has given Cal Poly possible dates for the July visit. Cal Poly will
review their schedules for availability to establish this meeting date soon.

Cal Poly distributed a document summarizing the outcome of an internal June 17
Space Allocation meeting. SBRA incorporated these changes into the program draft
in advance of Workshop 1. The program draft was reviewed, discussed, and
adjusted to meet target during the meeting, incorporating the following decisions:

(see attached amended program draft)

-No Vending or retail is needed in the new construction.

-A Learning Concourse is to be included in the new building at 1050 sf.

-The Event Space is more appropriately named “Conference and Reception” and is
to be planned for 100 occupants.

-The Learning Commons Server Room is not needed since it will be accommodated
outside the new program.

Cal Poly -A Multi-Cultural Center has been added to the program at 3000 sf. Cal Poly will meet
internally to provide detail for the spaces contained in this overall number.

-A Graduate Study Room is to be included at 488; in turn, the General Reader Seating will
be reduced by this amount. This room should have a different character than the current
Graduate Study Room.

-A number has been allocated for General Reader Seating. Further consideration will be
needed to determine the right mix of different types of seating. The working assumption is
that the project is no longer required to hold to a target overall reader seating count. Joel
Neel to confirm.

-Media Viewing Stations will not be needed in the new construction. These reader seats are
Cal Poly associated with the Media Collection, which will remain in the existing building.

-Cal Poly will confirm needs for Facility Support spaces such as Facility Storage and
Custodial Storage based on campus standards.

-The Adaptive Technology Center shown as part of Computer and Media Suites is instead
to be part of the Disabilities Resource Center.

-Four Editing Rooms are needed, together totaling 280 sf.

-Computer Suites need not be enclosed.

-The Project Room is a space that may be signed out for more than one day.

Blocking and Stacking Diagrams

SBRA presented site massing diagrams and blocking and stacking diagrams based
on assumptions from the draft program. Decisions made in this meeting will
necessitate adjustments. Cal Poly reviewed the diagrams with the following
comments:

-The intent of the Master Plan is to create a major circulation spine, visually linking
and organizing buildings on campus.

-The Mechanical space may be assumed to be on the roof with a screen without
being counted in the building area.

-A south entrance is desirable.

-Pedestrian circulation between the old and new buildings as a continuation of
campus pathways is important and should also be accessible for the disabled.

- The existing adjacent playground is difficult to maintain in its present location with

the siting of the new building. It should be noted that even if its location could be

maintained outside the footprint of the new building, its proximity would be an issue

during construction with excavation and construction equipment clearances and for

children’s safety. Nonetheless, no funds have been allocated to fund changes to this
SBRA 4 . : e P

space. SBRA will propose alternatives for addressing this issue to minimize impact.

-The Parking lot to the south of the site is assumed to be eliminated in future.

-Shifting the new building southward is desirable since it reduces the length of the
exterior space between the buildings, reducing the “canyon” effect, and retaining
more east light and views in the existing building.

-If necessary, one classroom could move to the second floor.

-The book security point is assumed to be just inside the new building at the bridge
connector, leaving all other entrances to the new building free of security points.
There remains one unresolved aspect to this approach: the reference collection is
not secured. Further discussion is needed about the position of the new building
service desk(s) regarding reference collection security, adequate visibility from
multiple entries and a possible need for an additional staffed security point.

-The Connector bridge is to include reader seating. Having a connection at just one
floor is appropriate to minimize staffing security points.

-Student Services is to be split between two floors. If it needs to move from two and
three, to three and four, the Disabilities Resource Center will nonetheless need to
remain on two.

-Classrooms will have cameras for CTL monitoring.
-Group Study Rooms are to be distributed throughout.

-The Event Space Terrace is desirable, but should be moved from North to East
because of prevailing winds.

-If Media Suites need to be split, the following areas must remain together: Student
Media Production, Rehearsal Space, Practice Rooms, and Editing Rooms.

-The Gallery is to be on grade with the exterior access for large items. Additional
areas are to accommodate wall displays, but need not have designated space, since
they can become part of Quiet Reading Areas. The Gallery needs to be visible and
open, but must have the ability to be secured.

-SBRA and Cal Poly identified areas where program from the existing building is
being moved into the new, vacating space in the existing building. Cal Poly reiterated
that it is not expected as part of SBRA's services to propose how these newly found
spaces will be repurposed.

Computer Suites- One 48 seat Open Computer Suite is to be replaced with dispersed
computer work stations in Reader Seating Areas. The remaining Computer Suite is needed
for testing and occasional instruction and should have the flexibility to be either fully
enclosed or semi-enclosed.

Service Points- IT Help Desk and Reference Desk are to be combined. In addition to the
IT Help desk itself, the programmed area for the IT Help Desk includes some office space
and storage for media equipment for loan which is a separately staffed function. Cal Poly
will clarify sizes and proximities required for these subcomponents of IT Help.

Reference Collection- The Reference Collection size has been reduced significantly, from
4,000 sf to 100 sf, freeing space to be allocated to other functions. Unless directed
otherwise, SBRA will use this surplus to increase the size of the Learning Concourse. Since
all other collections are confined to the existing Kennedy Library with a security point at the
circulation desk on Level 1 and at the bridge to the new building on Level 2, book security
for the Reference Collection is to be achieved by keeping the small collection adjacent to
the reference desk, where it can be closely monitored. Shelf units should have doors to
secure the collection when the reference desk is unattended.

Group Study Rooms- More of the Reader Seating area should be devoted to Group Study
Rooms. Some of these rooms are to be enclosed for acoustic privacy; while others can be
enclosed with office furniture partition systems that do not extend all the way to the ceiling.
Shepley Bulfinch will recommend an appropriate balance between enclosed and semi-
enclosed study rooms based on space configurations within the reader seating areas.
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Action By Description

Blocking and Stacking Diagrams

SBRA presented three site massing diagrams, and blocking and stacking diagrams
based on three different building north entry strategies. The first showed distinct
entries for the existing and new building; the second showed distinct entries for the
two buildings approached from a common exterior space; the third showed a single
front door for the two connected buildings at the new building, with internal circulation
to the existing Kennedy Library building. All schemes shared similar internal
distribution of program and height. All schemes set the footprint to create a significant
exterior plaza to provide civic presence for the building from the north.

It was agreed that the third scheme should form the basis for the design of the
building with the following modifications:

Connector: The Connector is to be narrow to support both fire separation and book
security needs. The Connector will not be a bridge, but instead, will connect at both
the first and second floors for more seamless integration of the new and existing
buildings at first floor level. The second floor connection is best made directly over
the front entry, where it will be convenient to existing stairs, and will encourage traffic
and visibility to the new Café/Learning Commons on the second level and to the
existing circulation desk on the first level.

North/South Site Circulation- The continuation of campus pathways from North to
South at the connection of the new and existing portions of the Library is to include
passage through the first floor connector between the buildings. Because of steep
grades, the proposed plan currently relies on internal circulation at the second floor
for access to the existing portion of the library from the South. A ramp is needed and
readily achievable from the north for access to the 24 hour study space. Cal Poly will
confirm if this approach is acceptable, since passage would be restricted when the
building is closed. SBRA will also show an exterior pathway to the east of the new

Cal Poly Library.

Play Area- Scheme 1 showed the adjacent Play Area retained in full. The other two
schemes proposed slightly modified configurations of this space. It should be noted
that the play area is unlikely to remain operational in its current location during
construction because of required clearances for construction, passage of equipment,
and safety of children. Although it is possible to retain a play area in its current
approximate location, it should be noted that not retaining it would have the
advantage of providing a more direct approach to the new facility from the new Via
Carta Campus Circulation Spine. Cal Poly will confirm how tightly the design team
needs to hold to this site constraint.

Gallery-The Gallery is to be directly accessed from the exterior on grade, preferably
on the North of the building.

Plaza- The North and South Entries are likely to attract similar amounts of traffic and
should be treated with more equal importance. The amphitheatre shown in scheme 1
would be a welcome addition to scheme 3. The angled North fagade of scheme 2
had the advantage of visually drawing visitors from Via Carta to the library.

Utilidor- It would be possible to move the utilidor if necessary, however, at present, it
seems unnecessary to explore this option, since the space gained would be below
grade, not offering good access to daylight.

Davis Langdon’s cost estimate dated September 15, 2008 was reviewed.
Davis Requested Cost Estimate Adjustments

A
persuasive narrative is to be written to explain options considered before reaching the
conclusion that costs are not able to be aligned with that design criteria. KFA will inquire
with the engineers about life cycle cost information to support energy efficiency decisions.
